(Single Family) to a Planned Development. Case No. 21-00029 (Ordinance No. 2021-627)

C. McClain with Development Services presented the proposed changes and a map with
the location to the council.

Joanna Baynes spoke against the zoning change. She stated that the city was in deep
debt and that we should slow the growth down that we are expanding too fast.

Joanna Baynes said the people on Oakwood are complaining about the noise of the new
development.

2021-627 until a plat
was presented. Motion failed due to no second,

Councilmember Foster made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 2021-627 regarding the
change in zoning request that has been received from J&L Holdings.
